Non-Domestic Rating (Small Business Rate Relief) England Order 2004

Statutory Instrument No. 3315
The current legislation for the Small Business Rate Relief as mentioned above requires the property to be shown in the rating list on the 1st April of the financial year in order to qualify for this relief.

As a result is discriminates against new properties brought into assessment after the 1st April or which have been merged or divided during the financial year.

This creates an unfair situation for new businesses or those businesses moving to new premises.
We are requesting your support by writing to the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister to amend the Statutory Instrument by the removal of Section 3 (1) (b) (i).

Enclosed is a copy of a reply that we received from the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister to my initial letter which indicates that changes may be made in light of experiences.
