 Your Priorities - What we did Crime In Your Area - Follow Up 
 

Bowness North: 
 
Partnership work is key to tackling the issue of 
anti-social behaviour. Young Cumbria remains a 
key partner and together we have made the local 
youth discos at the Wheelhouse a great success. 
These events promote engagement and 
responsible behaviour within our younger 
members of the community.   
 
We are currently working with Young Cumbria on 
the ‘First Gear Program’ to encourage young 
drivers drive safely and responsibly. There are 
currently 14 young people on the program. 

 
 
When comparing the previous 3 months to the 
same period 2008 / 2009 there has been a 
reduction in overall crime of 48%. 
 
Crime that has been recorded includes 1 burglary, 
2 violent crimes and 5 incidents of anti-social 
behaviour. The latter is still a reduction of 43% 
when compared to the same period 2008 / 2009.  
 
As anti-social behaviour and underage drinking 
remain a priority for the area we will continue to 
address these issues in order to further reduce the 
above figures. 

  



 

 

 

 

Your Priorities - What we did Crime In Your Area - Follow Up 

Bowness South: 
  
As mentioned above diversionary activities can 
have a beneficial effect on the younger members 
of the community and reduce incidents of anti-
social behaviour. 
 
We are aware of reports of anti-social behaviour in 
connection with local characters that choose to 
sleep rough and on occasion attract complaints 
about their behaviour. Local opinion varies on the 
subject but it is worth pointing out the main 
character ‘Ziggy’ has this month received an Anti-
Social Behaviour Order, in place for 2 years, to 
restrict the problems he creates.   

 
 
 
When comparing the previous 3 months to the 
same period 2008 / 2009 there has been a 
reduction in overall crime of 25%. 
 
However we recorded 7 incidents of violence in 
January. These incidents do not necessarily involve 
assault and do include other minor public order 
offences. 
 
There has also been an increase in the reported 
incidents of anti-social behaviour in January with 22 
in total. 
 
As you can see opposite we continue to provide 
diversionary activities at key times with our partners 
as one way off addressing the above issues. 
 
We encourage early reporting of incidents to give 
us the best chance of catching any offenders and 
taking positive action. 
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
