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Windermere Enhancement Scheme 2007/08.

The below was released to the media during the week-ending the 8th February 2008 by the Windermere & Bowness Chamber of Trade.



The Windermere & Bowness Chamber of Trade held a recent meeting to discuss the trading problems being encountered in Windermere as a result of the ongoing road enhancement works.  This is a major undertaking within a small area of Windermere and that disruption is inevitable. 

There was plenty of positive feedback from the traders as to how these could be addressed: better and more accurate signing as to the direction of the flow of traffic, the fact that Crescent Road and Main Road were not closed to traffic or pedestrians, better awareness of the “Free” Parking Spaces in Broad Street, better awareness that Windermere was “Open for Business,” better awareness by the contractors as to the work to be carried out and what progress was being made.  Concerns were also expressed as to the state of the shop fronts within the areas of work and the general appearance of the area.

It was considered that peoples’ perception was that Windermere is being pedestrianised, this is NOT the case.  Assurances are being sought from the contractors that there will be minimum disruption during the February half-term and Easter holiday period.  Also the time scale for completion.

Barry Butler (Chair of the Windermere & Bowness Chamber of Trade) said “I’ll be taking these concerns to the contractors to see if we can work out a solution that will benefit the traders, residents and visitors.”
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
