Scheme Purpose

To provide a cycle route to link National Cycle Network Route
6 and Windermere railway station (the only rail link in the
National Park) to Bowness and the car ferry to enable cyclists
to access new and improved cycle routes on the west side of
Lake Windermere. The scheme will also form an important
part of a developing continuous cycle link between
Windermere, Bowness and Ambleside.
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
